Description: Reinforcement is the most widely applied principle of behavior, and
many teaching procedures use the behavior-consequent relation it describes to teach
new behaviors or skills (including language), shape ineffective responses into more ef-
fective ones, and replace problem behaviors with more socially and functionally ap-
propriate behaviors. Reinforcement occurs daily in our lives — whether intended or un-
intended - and its effectiveness when applied to teaching, whether alone or in combi-
nation with other teaching procedures has been repeatedly demonstrated in the litera-
ture.

This workshop will introduce the principle of reinforcement and the procedures de-
rived from this principle. Its focus will be on the effective use of reinforcement (both
positive and negative) as a teaching procedure used to increase new skills, including
language and social skills. Emphasis will be placed on the selection of potential rein-
forcers and the correct use of continuous and intermittent reinforcement schedules
throughout the teaching process. Common mistakes in the application of reinforce-
ment and in talking or writing about reinforcement will also be introduced.
